WASC seven international accreditation principles
Focus on Learning (FOL) Accreditat®Cycle of Quality
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A A private, nonprofit, regional accrediting association in the
United States

A Serves schools in California, Hawaii, Pacific Islands, and
worldwide, especially East Asia (Hague, 1961)

A Composed of three commissions

I Accrediting Commission for Senior Colleges and
Universities, e.g., Stanford University

I Accrediting Commission for Community and Junior
Colleges, e.g., San Francisco Community College

I Accrediting Commission for Schools
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A Works closely with the U.S. Department of State, Office of
Overseas Schools

A Extends services to over 4,500 pieto 12 elementary and
secondary public and private schools of various types
(225 in East Asia)

A Works with 16 other associations in joint processes, such as
California and Hawaii state departments of education,
Chinese and Thailand Ministries, CIS, IB

A WASC Commission (Board) composed of 32 members from
various organizations
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A The quality or state of being trustworthy or credible
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that supports highquality student learning

A Equivalent to a University Educational Course entitled:
